When you look at a gnarled and twisted tree, do you wonder why it grew like that?  To answer questions like that, we must ‘read the landscape’ and that causes us to ‘RTL: Really Take a Look’!

After a brief introduction to the focus for each day, we are going to hit the trails and the open spaces and really take a look at the natural world.  We are going to investigate why a scene looks the way we see it today.  What can we read here?  Who are the characters and what are their stories?  What skills are needed for the investigation and how do we want to record our information?  We will finish our exploration with new questions:
What did I learn? What can I use back home?  What skills and knowledge do I need to gain to read better? What’s next?
