Explore! Rocks and Minerals


February 7 or 9, 2012
Investigate minerals and rocks and their formation.  Classify rocks and minerals by hardness and streak tests – take home tools.  Dig into the fossil history of this area and extract fossils from some local material.
Explore! Animal Architecture  


March 6 or 8, 2012
Explore geometry and other mathematical principles used in ‘animal architecture’.  Study the structure of bee hives and the Fibonacci numbers in a pine cone.  Examine bird nests and take the nest challenge.

April 10 or 12, 2012
What are the fluid pumps in a tree and in a mammal?  Do insects have hearts and blood?  Learn about the fluids of plants and animals and how those fluids are moved around the organisms.  Dissect a sheep heart.

Do maps ever change and how are they oriented?  Can you make a map and can you use a compass?  Practice these skills and learn a brief introduction to using GPS devices.   This class will be outside in a grassy and brushy area.  Dress appropriately for the weather and terrain.
