Texas Master Naturalist

Training for the Texas Master Naturalist Program will begin in late January.  The Cypress Basin Chapter in conjunction with the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department and the Marion County Agri-LIFE Extension office sponsors the training.
The goal of the training is to help improve volunteers’ understanding of natural resources and related management activities, enabling them to earn Master Naturalist certification. 

Master Naturalists volunteer providing natural resource education and participating in community service and outreach projects.

Volunteers are trained to help ensure that people will be able to enjoy natural Texas for years to come. A wide variety of topics are covered including bird study, botany, ecology, fish, endangered species, and forestry.
