Fort Worth Nature Center and Refuge

The Fort Worth Nature Center and Refuge has a long history.  In 1914 the city of Fort Worth purchased the land to protect the watershed for Lake Worth.  In 1964 Greer Island Nature Center and Wildlife Refuge became established at the request of the Fort Worth Audubon Society, a 360 acre tract was reserved.  Today the Nature Center is 3621 acres including a prairie dog town, a bison herd, about 20 miles of trails thru a demo prairie, cross timbers forest, caprock and river bottoms forest.   
Today the emphasis is on managing land for natural goals and their educational programs for adults and children.   Master naturalists have volunteered at the FWNC since the beginning of the MN program in 1998.  
There are many volunteer positions at the FWNC all under their professional staff.  Training is provided for all volunteers.  Volunteer opportunities:

Animal Care:  Non releasable education animals.  Feeding, cleaning cages and providing teaching opportunities to visitors.

Canoe Guides:  Volunteers are asked to guide at least once a month, usually on weekends.

Docents:  Leading nature walks, must take a 6 week docent training.  Activity could be any day of the week.  
Natural Guard:  Out door work on trails, habitat restoration and facilities construction.  This activity is on Thursdays and Saturdays, 9-12.

Restoration Greenhouse and Seed Collection:  A new plant material program, work is on Wednesdays.

Visitor Center Host/Hostess:  Staffing the information desk.

All projects are ongoing with no end date.  Master Naturalists may volunteer for any of the activities.
