Turn left on to FM 968 W.  Follow to FM 3251and turn left onto FM 3251. (approximately 4.9 miles)  An overpass goes over I-20.  Pirkey will be on the right.
FROM MARSHALL:  Head west on US-80W/ East Grand Ave. (about 4.8 miles) Turn left onto FM 968 W and follow FM 968 to FM 3251. (about 2.7 miles)  Turn left onto FM 3251 (for about 2 miles).  An overpass goes over I-20.  Pirkey will be on the right.
Pat will be providing us more information as to the exact location for our gathering.
